Environmental Technology Resources, Inc. (ETRI) was retained by the prospective purchaser to complete a Phase [1
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the property located at 406 Haley Street in Albany, Dougherty County,
Georgia. Based on information provided in a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment report, the subject property
was historically used as an automotive repair and body shop. The Phase | ESA noted that historical data indicated
that hazardous materials and petroleum products were stored and used at the automotive repair, paint and body shop
facility. Six underground hydraulic lifts are located in the former auto repair/body shop building. A Phase 1l ESA
was recommended to determine whether the past use of the property had had an impact on the environmental
conditions of the property.

Soil boring B1 was located outside in a former vehicle storage area and more recently a burn area. Soil boring B2
was located outside of the building and adjacent to a wastewater collection sump. Boring B2 was located adjacent
to a floor drain in the former paint booth area. Borings B4, B5, B6, B7, B and B9 were located adjacent to each of
the in-ground hydraulic lifts. All soil borings were installed using direct push methods. The locations of these
borings are shown in Figure 2.

Site Summary

The subject site is a 20-acre parcel located on the west side of the town of Hartwell in Hart County. (See
Figures 1 and 2.) The site supports a manufacturing building of about 125,000 square feet, operated by
Quality Industries. The company manufactures plastic products through a combination of rotational molding,
compression molding, stamping, fabrication and related processes.

The facility has operated in this location since 1961, but was owned and operated until 2004 by National
Vulcanized Fiber, which manufactured both plastics and fiberglass. The fiberglass manufacturing process,
which was discontinued by the current owners, involved unknown quantities of chlorinated solvents (primarily
perchloroethylene and trichloroethylene) which were used as form release agents.

In July 2009, LOGIC was retained to complete a Phase Il soil and groundwater investigation of the property in
the course of a property refinancing. This investigation included the collection of soil and/or groundwater
samples from nine locations, generally on the northwest and southwest (downgradient) sides of the
manufacturing plant. These sample locations are illustrated by Figure 3. All samples were analyzed for volatile
organic compounds (EPA Method 8260,) based upon the known prior use of solvents at the facility. No
detectable contamination was identified in any of the soil samples submitted for analysis.

Groundwater contamination was identified in one location, designated GW-1. This sample was collected q
short distance southwest of a former storage shed which may have been used to store process chemicals at
some time in the past. Tetrachloroethylene was identified in this location at 54 micrograms per liter (ug/L) and
cis-1,2-Dichloroethene at 9.2 ug/L. No contaminants were identified in any of the other groundwater samples.
Complete analytical results and chain-of-custody documentation is attached.

The subject site is situated about one-half mile west of the Tenneco/Monroe Auto Equipment Plant, which is
listed on the Hazardous Sites Inventory and has been the subject of groundwater monitoring and remediation
for chlorinated solvent contamination since the 1 980s. The Tenneco investigation has included the installation
of dozens of groundwater monitoring wells, including one on the north portion of the subject site and four
others in close proximity to the subject site. Measurements from these wells have confirmed that groundwater
flow direction at the subject site is toward the northwest, consistent with both topography and the site’s position
east of Lake Hartwell. The Tenneco investigation included monitoring of four private wells within a mile of the
subject site. Each was topographically upgradient or cross-gradient of the subject site, but none were used for
consumptive water. This is consistent with reports from a representative of the Hartwell Water Department, who
said all city residents are required to derive their consumptive water exclusively from the city.

Based upon the direction of groundwater flow and the significant hydrogeologic barrier which the lake
represents, the release is not positioned to impact any drinking water receptors.  The release area is
approximately 150 - 200 feet from the closest banks of Lake Hartwell. No corrective action has been taken
in response fo this release and no imminent health threat is apparent.

SITE SUMMARY

Shamrock Garden Apartments (subject property), has been located at the subject property since 1964
(based on Fulton County Tax Assessor Records). Aerial Photography demonstrates that the subject
property consisted of undeveloped woodland and pasture land (with a residential type structure in the center
of the subject property).

The subject property is identified in the Fulton County Tax Records as Parcel #s 14-0168-LL-168-5 and
14-0167-LL-064-7. Copies of the tax records and parcel maps are included in the Appendix. Also
included in the Appendix is a copy of the U.S. Geological Survey 7.5 Minute Topographic Map, Southwest
Atlanta, Georgia, demonstrating the location of the subject property. The subject property is bounded on
the north by Campbellton Road, then a gas station and commercial/retail property; on the south and east by
residential property and on the west by Myrtle Drive, then commercial/retail property.

City directory research that was performed during a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment identified that
a drycleaning facility had been present to the north of the subject property (north of Campbellton Road). In
1998, the owner of the subject property conducted a limited subsurface investigation to determine if any
possible releases of dry cleaning solvents from the drycleaner had impacted the subject property. The
owner reported a release of PCE in groundwater and soil samples obtained from the property to the Georgia
DNR, EPD, Hazardous Sites Response Program (HSRP) and provided information to the HSRP that
described the quantities of PCE and its degradation products that were present at the subject property. The
HSRP performed the Reportable Quantities Screening Method (RQSM) groundwater pathway and on-site
exposure pathway scores for the subject site, and in a HSRP Memorandum dated May 29, 1998, reported
that the scores were 6.5 and 16.8 respectively. The recommendation in the May 1998 Memorandum was
that the site not be listed on the Hazardous Site Inventory (HIS). On June 1, 1998, Mr. Jim Brown, Unit
Coordinator, Superfund Management Unit, GA DNR, EPD HSRP, issued a letter stating that the subject
property would not be included on the HIS. Copies of these documents are included in the Appendix.

As part of the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment, conducted in 2009, a recommendation was made to
perform additional limited Phase II Subsurface Investigation to determine if there had been any adverse
impact from a Citgo gas station, located north of Campbellton Road and adjacent to the subject property.
The gas station was identified as being on the Leaking Underground Storage Tank list o the GA EPD.

An investigation was conducted in May 2009 that consisted of the completion of three borings (using
DirectPush technology) to obtain soil and groundwater samples along the south side of Campbellton Road,
on the subject property. Soils and groundwater were analyzed for Volatile Organic Compounds,
Polynuclear Aromatic Hydrocarbons and Lead (EPA Methods 8260B, 8270C and 6010B, respectively).

Carbon disulfide and tetrachloroethene were detected in soil at a depth of approximately 28 to 29 feet
below ground surface (bgs) in boring SB-01. Trichloroethene was reported at a concentration of 0.0394
mg/kg, below the Reportable Quantity of 0.18 mg/kg. Carbon disulfide was reported at a concentration of
0.00988 mg/kg.

In June 2009, Terracon Consultants, Inc. (Terracon) conducted a Phase | Environmental
Site Assessment (ESA) at an approximate 0.265-acre parcel of property in St. Simons
Island, Georgia improved with a municipal water tank owned and operated by Glynn
County, Georgia. The purpose of the ESA was to assess the property for potential
associated environmental issues prior to pending construction of a telecommunications
tower on the property. The proposed lease area for the proposed telecommunications
tower is an approximate 100-foot square area located to the immediate east of the
fenced compound surrounding the water tank and associated structures. The ESA was
augmented to include the collection of near surface soil samples within the proposed
lease area for laboratory analysis for total lead using EPA Method 6010 lead. The
potential for elevated lead in near surface soil was suspected due to confirmed
sandblasting activities to the municipal water tank to remove old paint prior to application
of new paint. Laboratory analytical data reported lead from the five initial samples
collected during this initial ESA sampling effort as less the notification concentration
(NC) of 400 milligrams per Kilogram (mg/Kg) for lead with the exception of the sample
denoted as B1 which reported a lead in soil concentration at 466 mg/Kg.

To further assess the extent of elevated lead in soil at the site, Terracon responded with
a limited site investigation (LS!) in July 2009 which included an expanded sampling grid
based on 20-foot centers and incorporating the entire interior area of the municipal water
tank. Though some elevated lead concentrations were noted, laboratory analytical
results for the samples submitted did not indicate lead concentrations in excess of the
NC. Sample locations from the initial sampling effort conducted during the June 2009
ESA and the subsequent July 2009 LS| are illustrated on the attached site plan.

Pursuant to Georgia EPD Rule 391-3-19.04, release notification of a regulated
substance (lead) to soil is hereby made. The attached Reportable Quantity Screening
Method (RQSM) / On-Site Pathway score sheet indicates the scoring sum as a result of
the single NC exceedence at B1. ‘

As no other NC exceedences were identified and the vertical and horizontal delineation
of the area encompassing B1 is shown to be less than 6-inches vertical and less than 20
feet horizontal, Terracon, on behalf of it's client, Glynn County, Georgia respectfully
request the lead concentration of 466 mg/Kg at B1 be viewed as anomalous and the site
be granted Non-HSI| listing status as a resuilt.

KEMRON Environmental Services (KEMRON) completed Phase | and I Environmental
Site Assessments (ESAs) at the above referenced subject site (410 West Pike Street) in
May and June 2009. The site consists of one parcel, approximately 0.45 acres, which is
currently developed as an Express Oil Change facility. There is one structure onsite
which is currently operating. A site location map and site map are included as figures 1
and 2, respectively.

Based on the Phase | ESA, recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were identified
in conjunction with the subject site. The RECs consisted of an adjacent former fueling
station with existing UST tank pit and an adjacent auto service/repair facility (Mr.
Transmission). In June 2009, KEMRON conducted a Phase Il ESA which included the
collection of two groundwater samples. Sampling locations and analytical parameters
were determined based on the location of the potential RECs and general topography of
the area. Boring logs for each soil boring are included and Figure 3 illustrates boring
locations. The two (2) groundwater samples were submitted for laboratory analysis for
volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) by
EPA Methods 8260 and 8270, respectively.

Resuits of the laboratory analysis indicate that VOC and PAH concentrations were below
laboratory detection limits (BDL) in the groundwater samples collected with the
exception of a detection of 10 pg/L chloroform in SB-1. Laboratory results for
groundwater are included and summarized in Table 1 and included as Appendix A. A
groundwater quality map is included as Figure 4.

According to the Phase | ESA there is no apparent historical source for this
contamination on the subject site. There is also no information identifying any current or
historical facilities on surrounding properties which may have stored, used, produced, or
generated chloroform. It is suspected that the chloroform is the result of leakage from a
municipal water supply main, which may be located in the West Pike Street Right-of-
Way, as chioroform is commonly associated with potable water treatment. One fire
hydrant is located on the subject site in the northeast comer of the property along West
Pike Street.

KEMRON conducted a water well survey of using publically accessible streets within
three (3) miles of the subject site. This survey yielded no evidence of a drinking water
well. Base on the nature of the compound detected and the lack of drinking water wells
within three (3) miles of the subject site, the RSQM scoring (which is included as
Appendix B), Groundwater Pathway Exposure Threshold of 10 should not be exceeded.

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9.A. SITE SUMMARY

The subject property. which is the site of the former Panasonic alkaline battery plant. is
located at One Mutec Drive in Columbus. Muscogee County. Georgia. The property
totals approximately 42.95 acres. A single structure (divided into two wings) is located
on the site. One wing was used for manufacturing and the other wing was used for
packaging and storage. A large portion of the site. not covered by the structure. is paved.

The immediate area around the site is predominantly commercial/industrial. with
governmental properties (former prison. landfill. work camp) located to the east of the
site. The closest residential properties are located to the south of the subject site. within
approximately 1.300 feet at their closest point. To the north. the property is bordered by
Mutec Drive. across which are manufacturing facilities. To the east. the property is
bordered by Schatulga Road. across which is governmental property. To the south. the
site is bordered by a former portion of the subject site which is occupied by an active
Panasonic facility. To the west. the site is bordered by Mutec Drive (in the northwest)
across which are office structures. To the west/southwest. the site is bordered by a
manufacturing facility.

The subject property as shown on the City of Columbus online interactive map and the
Tax Map as found at the Muscogee County Tax Assessors office is stil] combined with
the property to the south of the site. A recent survey. illustrating the splitting of the
property. is included in Attachment 2.

The release was identified during a Phase Il ESA (the report of which is dated 06/01/09)
performed at the site. to address potential onsite concerns (former battery plant). Eleven
soil borings and four temporary monitoring wells were installed into the subsurface at the
site. The boring and temporary monitoring well locations are illustrated on the Site Plan
included as Figure 2 in Attachment 2. Thirteen soil samples were collected from the
borings and submitted for laboratory analysis. None of the analyzed constituents were
identified in the soil samples in excess of the concentrations that trigger notification as
found in the Georgia Rules for Hazardous Site Response. A groundwater sample was
retrieved from each of the three temporary monitoring wells. A copy of the analytical
report for the groundwater samples is included in Attachment 3. The groundwater
samples were collected using a peristaltic pump. Low flow sampling was attempted. but
due to the slow recharge of the wells. was not possible within the time/cost restraints of
the project. The results of the laboratory analyses of the groundwater samples indicated
that a release to the groundwater of the following regulated substances had occurred:
Acetone. Barium. Chromium. Lead. Selenium. Silver. and Zinc. The contaminants in the
groundwater sample(s) are presumed to have originated from onsite.

No additional work has been performed to investigate. clean up. or otherwise remediate

To Whom It May Concern:

Environmental Services, Inc. (ESI) completed Phase I and Il Environmental Site Assessments (ESAs) at
2900 Glynn Avenue, in Brunswick, Glynn County, Georgia (herein referred to as the property) on behalf
of Sea Island Company. The Phase I ESA identified numerous industrial and commercial facilities in the
property vicinity. The objective of the Phase II ESA was to collect representative soil and/or
groundwater samples for laboratory analysis of Contaminants of Concern (COCs) from four (4)
corners of the property in order to confirm or dismiss the presence of potential contaminants of concern
associated with these nearby industrial/commercial facilities.

The results of the Phase 1I ESA confirmed the presence of COC that exceed the applicable regulatory
values. More specifically, soil sample SS-1, collected on the southeast corner of the property adjoining
Dupree Creek from the 1-2 feet below ground surface (bgs) depth interval, yielded a concentration of
benzo(a)pyrene above the applicable Notifiable Concentration (NC). Representative groundwater sample
DP-4, collected at a shallow depth interval of 6-feet bgs from the location of direct push groundwater
sample point DP-4 on the northeast corner of the property adjoining Dupree Creek, yielded a
concentration of antimony that exceeds the applicable NC.

Sea Island Company is providing a copy of the Phase I ESA for the property (Attachment A) and the
subsequent Phase [ ESA (Attachment B) to the Georgia Environmental Protection Division (GAEPD)
due to the presence of reportable concentrations of a COCs. Based on the results of the Phase II ESA, it
appears that the low-level soil and/or groundwater impacts identified on the eastern portion of the
property do not originate from on-site sources and are attributable to the adjoining Dupree Creek and the
tidal influence it has on the site. Accordingly, ESI does not recommend additional assessment or
remedial action activities for the site. On behalf of Sea Island Company, ESI requests that a No Further
Action (NFA) status is granted to the site.
